Results

Burning a CD

Most DL students (79%) never burn a CD for later viewing. Written reasons include not knowing how (5), saving to hard drive instead (4) or subscribing to the DL subscription service (3).

Finding a segment

Most DL students need to go to a specific topic or segment in the lecture at least once per lecture. Bookmarking is generally used but not always. Noted reasons are that bookmarking is unreliable, hard to use. One respondent did not know that this feature is available.
Improved hearing
While a few students commented on having no trouble with the audio, the quality still seems to be an issue with most students. For example, most students (69%) thought it is important or very important to improve the ability to hear other students in the class.

More interaction

Most DL students did not think it is important or very important to have increased interaction with the instructor or students. Even though 48% find it important or very important to have some interaction with the instructor during class, it is possible that many place the importance on having the ability to provide feedback on the recording equipment. Two students provided this reason as written comments.
Audio on a mobile device

While many DL students do not see any value in being able to just listen to audio (40%), most viewed this functionality as being at least somewhat important.

Additional comments

While taking a course as DL generally remains a positive experience, the quality of audio and especially whiteboard display are still issues. 13 students wrote comments on the quality of the whiteboard even though it was not specifically asked about. Often the instructor is not aware that the content on the whiteboard is not being recorded quickly. One student suggested adding a screen that always showed the contents so that an instructor can constantly monitor the quality.
