3. Considered HON 395 capstone proposal

Can we look at the form/description for the two-page  application that all students must complete before enrolling in HON 395?  Does it include the wording of the Capstone learning outcomes?  If it does, then we will approve HON 395.

4. Syllabus review – round 2 is coming soon.

5. 2008-2009 assessment: we will use learning outcome 2 and I will send email for both winter and spring asking for student work to assess.

6. Distribution requirements – simply informed committee that Liberal Studies Council may vote to remove distribution requirements form UP and RD.  SI will still need a lab course.
7. Learning Outcomes

Committee worked to tweak Learning Outcome #1.  Here is new version:

“Students can apply central theories, concepts, and methods within their major to an analysis of a particular issue relevant to the major.”

And a slight change to LO #2:

“Students can apply an idea, method, …

We considered adding a third LO (capstone course should prepare a student for future work/studies) but it was tabled for the time being.

8. Due to declining attendance, we will not be holding a spring capstone workshop.  The capstone committee will consider alternatives for the 2009-2010 academic year.
