2. The capstone proposal from the PAX program was discussed.  The committee decided not to accept the PAX proposal.  It was felt that even though PAX is to a degree an interdisciplinary program, the proposal did not include any other topics outside of the PAX major.  It was also felt that some of the basic Liberal Studies goals were simply copies of the original document and contained little if any direction on how the PAX capstone would satisfy those goals.

3. We looked at the 2008-2009 assessment of our assessment.  The committee will re-consider a better rubric for this year’s assessment.

4. We also considered long-range plans.  For example, for the spring quarter 2010, should we have another workshop for all capstone instructors?  Past attendance at these workshops has been dropping dramatically.  Maybe we could offer lunch and door prizes or a raffle?  Could we discuss the capstone assessment requirements?  The capstone also has to plan ahead for the annual program review.  Should we discuss in mass? Does the capstone prepare the student for the future?  Should this be a third Learning Outcome?  Maybe we could have an awards banquet for the most creative capstone course/syllabus?

5. We also discussed the new online course evaluation.  Can we put a question or two on all capstone instructor evals and then collect this data and examine it?
